This will be approximately 12 miles before 
we head south, out toward the tunnel. By backtracking like this, you have 
the chance to either wait for the group (if you are running late) or cut the 
ride short. Total ride will be at least 20 miles of serene countryside.  Upon 
return to our cars we can consider stopping for a snack, a drink or a whole 
meal (riding makes me hungry and thirsty).
